The Central University of Orissa was established in 2009 by an Act of Parliament amidst
scenic surroundings of the Koraput valley in Odisha. Since its inception, the University has
made significant progress in terms of imparting quality education and shouldering
community welfare and social responsibility. Apart from catering higher education to the
tribal dominated region of the state as well as grooming itself as a knowledge centre of the
country, this University has made a niche of its own by adopting five villages in its vicinity
for community service, which is the focal point of its vision ‘For the region, for the nation.’

Presently, the University has seven schools of study under which fourteen departments are
functioning. The departments are running UG, PG, MPhil and PhD programmes in the
area of basic sciences, bio-science, social science, business management and humanities.
It has a Centre for Tribal Culture & Studies which is being shaped and groomed as a
premiere centre for research in Tribal Studies of this part of the country. Over the years,
students of this University have passed out with flying colours, placed in good positions,
and have been engaged as nation builders. Some of our students are pursuing higher
research in prestigious institutions of the country.

The University conducts entrance tests in 14 centres spreading across important places of
Odisha and adjoining states of Jharkhand, West Bengal, Chhattisgarh & Andhra Pradesh.
Admitted students are facilitated with well-furnished hostels manned by trained personnel
under the constant supervision of some dedicated teachers. University Buses ply to & fro
from nearby habitations to the campus in order to provide transport facility for day schol-
ars. The sprawling University campus is equipped with state of the art smart class rooms,
digital library, computer labs with internet facility and a central library with over 30,000
titles and reputed journals, newspapers and magazines. A cosy canteen in the campus
takes care of the culinary needs of students and staff. Placement assistance has been
provided to final semester students due to which they have been well placed. The theoreti-
cal classes are complemented with practical classes, internships, study tours and innova-
tive assignments. Semester System is in place and Choice Based Credit System is being
developed. A state of the art Guest House has already been commissioned; a beautiful
park enhances the charm of the campus with promises of more to come.

The University has not limited itself to a self appreciating exercise and has rather showed
its intent to be properly reviewed by a peer group. The NAAC peer team made an on the
spot visit in September last year and the University has been accreditated with B+ Grade in
its maiden attempt.

The Central University of Orissa acknowledges the support and cooperation received from
the Ministry of HRD, Govt of India, UGC and the different agencies of Govt of Odisha.
While working pursuing our mission for dissemination and advancement of knowledge,

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Central University of Orissa, Koraput has been established by an Act of Parliament, under the Central Universities
Act, 2009. Being a Central University, it is being funded by MHRD through UGC. Central University of Orissa,
Koraput has started functioning since 29/08/2009. The University has been receiving fund from the Central
Government in the form of Plan Block Grant as General Development Assistance (GDA), provision for Community
College Scheme and B.Voc. programmes. The Fund is utilised broadly under three heads: Grant-in-Aid (Recurring
expenses-31), Grant-in-Aid (Salary-36) and Grant-in-Aid (Creation of Capital Assets-35). 

The General Development Assistance (GDA) covers construction/renovation of building (including renovation
of heritage buildings), campus development, staff, books & journals, laboratory, equipment and infrastructure,
annual maintenance contract, innovative research activities, university industry linkages, extension activities,
cultural activities, development of ICT, health care, student amenities including hostels, Non-NET Fellowships to
students, Travel Grant, Conferences/Seminars/Symposia/Workshops, Publication Grant, Appointment of Visiting
Professor/Visiting Fellow and Establishment of Career & Counselling Cell, Day Care Centres, basic facilities for
women and Faculty Development Programme, etc.

Besides Plan Grant, the University does also receive funds from Central & State Government bodies like National
Remote Sensing Centre, Hyderabad, Ministry of Earth Science, GoI, Research Grant (DS & T Govt. of Odisha)
during the financial year 2017-18 for undertaking various Research Projects. 

The Accounts of the University are audited annually by the Principal Director of Audit (Central), Hyderabad
through their Branch Office at Bhubaneswar, Odisha on behalf of the Comptroller and Auditor General of
India. As provided under the Act, the Audited Annual Accounts for the year 2017-18 together with Separate
Audit Report (SAR) and replies of the University thereto are to be placed on the tables of both the Houses of the
Indian Parliament through Ministry of Human Recourses Development, Govt. of India, New Delhi. 

The Annual Accounts of the University for the Financial Year, 2017-18 have been prepared as per the prescribed
time schedule on ‘accrual basis’ in accordance with the revised formats issued by MHRD following the prescribed
“Accounting Standards”.  The Annual Accounts 2017-18 have been approved by the Finance Committee
through resolution by circulation and later it will be ratified in the Finance Committee Meeting which will be
held very shortly.

The approved Annual Accounts 2017-18 have been audited by the Dy. Director of Audit (Central), Bhubaneswar
Odisha, for certification. The Statutory Audit has issued a Draft Separate Audit Report (SAR) on the Annual
Accounts on 20.08.2018. The University has issued the replies to the Draft SAR on 31.08.2018.

On receipt of the Final Separate Audit Report (SAR), the Audited Annual Accounts together with the Final SAR
and the replies of the University thereto will be placed before the Finance Committee and the Executive Council
of the University for their Consideration and approval in their next meeting or by Circulation. On approval, the
same will be sent to MHRD for placing them on the tables of both the Houses of the Parliament.

· Parking shed at the main campus, Sunabeda

· The water supply from source up to the campus,
reservoir at Sunabeda has been completed in all
respects, through the State Govt. of Odisha (PH
Department.)

· The internal water supply works for pumping water from
hilltop reservoir to sumps constructed at each building
base has been completed. Two sumps one each at Boys’
Hostel and Girls’ Hostel of 1 lac litre capacity each has
