The region is
predominantly inhabited
by Scheduled Tribe (ST) and
Scheduled Caste (SC) com-
munities, with historically
low higher educationenroll-
ment rates.

Over its 15-year history,
the university has witnessed
administrative instability,
with fourregular Vice-Chan-
cellors, two additional charge
VCs from otheruniversities,
and two acting VCs induding
Prof. Panda and Prof. Sarat
Kumar Palita, who had held
the position twice during
transitional periods.

Commenting on the cur-
rent state of the university,
